k. Warning_
a. the first time that spectator behaviour crosses the acceptable threshold, the
referee will pause the game.
b.the referee will address the behaviour with the coach who will then address their
team’s spectators.
2! Timeout / Take 5
a. the second time that spectator behaviour crosses the acceptable threshold, the
game is paused for 5 minutes and then the play is restarted.

3. Abandon

a. the third time that spectator behaviour crosses the acceptable threshold the
game is abandoned and the referee will submit the necessary reports.
