President Hursh called the meeting to order at 6:33PM at Ion4Group office on Sunday, June 25th 2023.
Secretary’s Report:  May minutes were distributed. Tartan motioned to approve, MVI seconded. Minutes were approved. 

Treasurer’s Report: May Treasurer’s report was distributed. MVI motioned to approve, Roseville seconded. Treasurer’s report was approved.

Squirt’s Report: N/A
Jr. Gold’s Report: Scheduling- needs to have good communication between coaches and ice schedulers. Had a few hiccups last season. It needs to be a cooperative communication. Please declare teams as quickly as possible so we can get scheduling figured out quicker. 

High Performance: 13U was successful, had about 60 girls and almost 70 boys. This upcoming season we will have 13/14/15 all age groups into that program. Will be pushing this out. Feedback was great. Will want some coaching recommendations. HP is in the spring, in the fall it's Tier 1/Prospects. Fall Tier 1 website is up on D2, kids can register through MN Hockey, tryouts start on July 20th-July 26th. USA Hockey has added a 13 Tier 1 program, and we’re ready to go. Numbers are looking solid (55 kids signed up). Will send emails out. Not every district has this, maybe 5 do. This year, it’s a pilot program. 
Executive Director’s Report: USA Hockey meeting in Denver was interesting. We will be working on better understanding and applying suspensions. This weekend, MN Hockey met regarding waivers with a few different options, none which passed so no changes with waivers. It was also discussed regarding ice length for mite games as well as how many events would be allowed. This is coming from presidents group from the East Coast. Our district is looking to have a mite league that would utilize ¾ ice. This wouldn’t be for another season at least, with more discussion needed on how long the season would be, among other factors.
There is also a discussion regarding eliminating “Mite” “Squirt” “Peewee” and “Bantam” and use the same as girls (10U/12U/15U). Also trying to have a U19 team through D2. 
Redistricting is also on hold as a few different associations are merging. Would like to request new affiliate agreements from all the associations. Also, please start getting your USA Hockey registration/SafeSport/Background check completed. 

Supervisor of Officials: Looking for space for seminars sometime after Labor Day. Need a meeting room and a block of ice, will be booking it. Looking at Tartan Arena and Roseville Arena for this.
Old Business: Tartan have agreed with a merger with Johnson/Como/North St. Paul to become officially the East Metro Stars. They have their structure, by-laws, and letter of intent ready to go to be presented at the Minnesota Hockey meeting in June. Unfortunately, this didn’t happen in time, so this will be taken up in the fall meeting.

Rule Change:
- 15-minute period league games at all Peewee/12U levels (75-minute format, no resurfacing between periods). White Bear Lake motions, Roseville seconds. Yes- 4, Nays-4, 1 abstained- MOTION FAILS. 

- 15-minute period league at Peewee AA, A and B1 as well as 12UA and B1 (region bound teams). White Bear Lake motions, Roseville seconds. Yes- 5 Nays- 4 MOTION CARRIES.

- District playoffs, each team provides 2 minor officials up until the championship game of which then D2 staffs all minor official duties. Roseville motions, MVI seconds. Unanimous MOTION CARRIES.

- Tournament schedules shall be submitted 30 days prior to first game. Fine $100 per day until schedule is submitted. White Bear Lake motions, nobody seconded. MOTION FAILS. 
MVI motions that a one-time charge of $100 per team if ice schedules are not submitted 30 days prior to the first game, nobody seconded. MOTION FAILS. 
White Bear Lake motions Tournament schedules shall be submitted 30 days prior to first game, Forest Lake seconds. Yes- 4, Nays- 4, 1 abstain. MOTION FAILS.
-1-hour league games play 13:00 minute periods and 1:30 penalties. Forest Lake motions, White Bear Lake seconds. Forest Lake amends their motion that this rule applies any period played for 12:01 minute length. White Bear Lake seconds. Yes- 5, Nays- 4 MOTION CARRIES

- If a parent is ejected, Head Coach shall be suspended 1 game. White Bear Lake motions, Stillwater seconds. St. Paul motions to amend the motion “If a spectator is ejected, Head Coach shall be suspended 1 game.” Roseville seconds the amendment to the motion. Yes- 4, Nay- 5 MOTION FAILS. 
White Bear Lake motions the original motion, “if a parent is ejected, Head Coach shall be suspended 1 game.” Chisago Lakes seconded the motion. Yes- 5, Nay- 4 MOTION CARRIES.

-Coaches that receive Game Misconduct are currently suspended 2 games. Each subsequent game misconduct will be suspended an additional game. This only applies to Game Misconducts under Rule 601 and not for suspensions as a result of a teams being assessed too many penalties. Chisago Lakes motions, Roseville seconds. Unanimous MOTION FAILS
Nomination Committee: Not many nominations that came in. Dave Hursh was nominated for President, Rachael Bucholz was nominated for Secretary, and Lonnie Proschel was nominated for Vice President. However, Lonnie Proschel is not a member with an affiliated hockey association, and we cannot approve a nomination for that according to the by-laws. Nominations were due back on June 4th, and therefore Rachael Bucholz and Dave Hursh are the only two nominations for Secretary and President. 

New Business: Referee situation- we will have a scheduler that will schedule referees, and currently there are 2 people who are interested in the position, but nothing is definite. Confident that enough referees will be available to ref higher level games. There is a developmental, recruiting and retention plan that the Supervisor of Officials is responsible for.
August is when pre-declarations are due. 
President’s Report: Nothing to report.

Stillwater is looking for 12A and 10A back into D2 and assisting in fielding a U19 team.
