3. Levels of Play for 2022-23 (discussion) 
Buffalo asked to have a discussion in the bantam league is there anything that people want to discuss, would like to implement a “C” at Bantams STMA would like to see this. Maybe Buffalo would like to do this it would depend on how many teams.  There is far fewer tournaments out there for these teams. 57 associations with 38 teams at the C level between bantam and peewees.

Bantam A league was small with less game opportunities. 5 is usually what we use for a cutoff for the league still within D5
Game count does get talked about at the September meeting to set up for our scheduling date. 

Peewee talk: Buffalo PWC  Districts 2, 3, 6, 8, 10 have 61 teams that are Peewee C.
LDC will be in the same situation and will be looking for a potential for a PWB2 and have not too many players showing up as a potential. Looking to find a solution. 

Squirt level teams: why is there not a squirt level AAA team, it is still considered a developmental league.  The District has already been tweaking this every year to get teams to play at a competitive level. 

Girls: 15 level? None  12’s none 10’s none would like to see the opportunity for the 10’s to go back to D10 for the level.  Discussion is that you can always scrimmage others in the D10 level.
