NOTE THAT WE WILL BE HAVING A 2 HOUR TIME LIMIT FOR ALL GAMES.  IF THE GAME IS TIED AT THE END OF 2 HOURS, THEN INTERNATIONAL RULES APPLY AS NOTED BELOW:

· At the start of each inning, start the inning with zero outs, a runner is placed on second base- the runner will be the last batter scheduled to bat in this inning.  At least one full inning is played, allowing each team the same chance to score. If the score remains tied, the same process is used in each inning until a victor emerges (one team scores more runs than the other at the end of a complete inning). Pitches thrown by pitchers in extra innings will count towards each pitcher’s pitch count total.
The item #5 under MSF Game Equipment will not apply, as we will be using wood bats in the tournament. The umpires for our tournament are certified umpires and have copies of the MSF Rules & Regulations available to them.
