Todd Boonstra (#95 above) - 1980 State Nordic Champ

Todd Boonstra, 1980 Minnesota 
State Nordic ski champion, 
would go on to compete on two 
Olympic Nordic squads in 1984, 
1988, and 1994, along with Kevin 
Brochman, a 1977 Stillwater 
graduate (1984, 1988 Olympics.  
Both were known for their 
tremendous upper body strength 
and double poling ability. 
Boonstra kept a roller board in 
his bedroom that he would use 
(100 reps) every night before 
bed.  Boonstra, coached by 
future Gopher track coach Phil 
Lundin, learned from Ben Brown 
and Bob Klungman, Minnesota 
Valley Nordic coaches, whom 
Norm Oakvik mentored.  Oakvik 
had coached Karl Bohlin, a 1960-
1964 Olympian. and the last 
Minnesotan on an Olympic team 
until Boonstra and Brochman.
