a) PVSD Commissioner’s Report – Dale Reed 
-Thank you to Karla Roffel who acted for commisioner for Juniors. Numbers are up from last year in junior category. Senior category is still struggling for numbers. 

-MAP grant application submitted and approved- needs to be submitted by the end of March. 

-Badminton information went out this week for playoff intent. Date for zones- April 20. Districs- April 25. Will determine if there is a need for pre-zones after we have intents to particiapte in. 

-Track- May 21, 22, 23 for zones. May 28 for districts. Do not have a back-up day scheduled right now. Only date in June for elemntary track is June 24. Concerned we are losing opportunity to secure that facility. Club Track and Field and Regina schools have first priority as we are “out of area”. 

Suggestion- draft a letter to director Gord Husband, that we may have inability in future to access Douglas Park and we have a huge need for a facility in our division. OR 
Letter from QVDA and SHSAA to the City of Regina to lay out our concerns and express our concerns over the importance of this for high school athletics. 

Broadview and Lumsden have a facilities but needs some love. Could we get someone out to look at them and see what the cost would be? 

Kayla Vargo makes a motion that QVDA writes a letter to PVSD director, Gord Husband and SHSAA to support our need for a useable track within Prarie Valley or gaureenteed acccess to Douglas Park. Seconded by Josh Godlein. Carried. 

Scott should use “other-recoverable” and QVDA will pay for him to mentor somone else for Hytek. 

b) Officials Commissioner’s Report – Kayla Vargo
-Have enough officials for the two upcoming weekends for basketball. 
-DOC Meeting in December- Some schools are wearing green lanyards if under 18. Idea is for parents to be more aware that the refs are minors and we really need to stress to coaches and parents to be respectful of that. 
-Trying to get senior officials out to tournaments to help develop youth officials. 
-Maybe it should be a resolution for a common colour and item (armband, ect) for all SHSAA so that all refs under 18 are wearing something common and it becomes more well-known the more spectators see it. 
-Volleyball and basketball officials needs new shirts for next season. Is it something we should be paying for? Worried that they may ref one game and then not use it again. What if schools were to order shirts to have some as back-ups if officials don’t have their own shirts? 
SHSAA wanted people to know that the Sportsmanship banners are NOT only for provincials. These can be applied for at other competitive SHSAA level tounaments as well.

· Option to organize a mini meet during track season to offer to other schools? Focus on school devlopement. Feature something once a week leading up to zones with coaches that are efficient in that area. Caren will reach out to atheltic directors to see who would be interested and where we could potentially offer it. 
· Safety guidelines handbook has not been updated in a while. 

18. Basketball season and Contingency Plans
· With sanctions the Junior basketball season has been pushed back even further so it is now not complete until the week of March 18th. That could be pushed back even further pending future sanctions. Do we want to cancel our JR playoffs? Jr Badminton zones are April 27th with pre-zones before that and if basketball continues that leaves less than a month for junior badminton and that includes a week break for Easter.
