· There is a concern raised by BCBUA that the Mosquito Division from Abbotsford Baseball was planning, as a way to improve relations with their local umpires divert from rule 13.11 and let the umpires know when there is a concern, including but not limited to the amount of balls and strikes an umpire was calling to improve game speed.
