Official Report- Michael Kephart –  present ~  report attached: 
 Our 2021-2022 numbers are looking ok. I have only heard of a few officials not returning, but have
received multiple calls from officials moving into the area, as well as college kids looking for jobs... Our
group is still very young but learning. I am anticipating around 30-50 new official this year, which would
be up from last year.

We have our seminars coming up 10/2 and 10/9 in person for level ones/twos. Our level threes will be
via zoom. At our seminars we run through slides but lately we focus on playing videos while asking what
they would call and why. This keeps everyone engaged while seeing what USA hockey is looking for in
game situations. We also plan to focus on new rules. The main rules we will be focusing on are the new
verbiage of an injured player as “recklessly endangers”. USAH defines this as engaging in conduct,
without regard to the consequences, which creates a substantial risk of serious physical injury to an
opponent. Players will now receive a game misconduct after receiving 4 not 5 penalties in the same
game and coaches will now receive a game misconduct after a team total of 12 not 15 penalties. All
youth levels will now have an immediate offsides. Only Highschool and Adult will have tag up. This
includes Bantams!! Lastly will be the length of time for penalties depending on the length of time of a
period. 12:00 periods or less penalty length will be 1:00. 12:00- 17:00 will be a 1:30 penalties and any
period length over 17:00 is normal 2:00 penalties. Steve will discuss our options for this coming up.

1.) USA Hockey/MN Hockey Updates:

-USA Hockey rule changes
-Penalty rule changes (see below)
 A pro-rated schedule for minor penalties was established based on period length. For periods 12-
minutes or less, the minor penalty length shall be 1:00. The minor penalty time shall be 1:30 for more
than 12 and less than 17-minute periods and 2:00 for periods 17- minutes in length or greater. Per an
allowed affiliate exception, Minnesota Hockey determined all minor penalties at the Bantam/15U level
and up will be 2:00 in penalty time regardless of period length.

 Coaches who receive a second game misconduct for Abuse of Officials in the same season will be
automatically suspended for three games. Coaches who receive a third game misconduct for Abuse of Officials in the same season will be suspended until a hearing is conducted.
