Instructional Play:

PAHA has budgeted $3,000 to subsidize 2 learn to skate sessions in the 

2019/2020 season. It was very successful last year with numbers of skaters, looking forward to another 

year.

Marketing:

MAHA Changes: (Charlie) 

- Board Members: Background check needs to be up to date by end of week.  

- Several changes to SafeSport, all board members must complete every two years.  

- Notable point from SafeSport:  

“One on one interaction policy prohibits one-on-interactions between adult members of USA 

Hockey or those authorized by a USA Hockey program to have regular contact with or 

authority over minors, unless they occur at an observable and interruptible distance by 

another adult. There are exceptions for emergency circumstances.” 



- Discussion regarding who has access to background check and SafeSport results – Currently, when 

coaches and managers are rostered, this would be verified with the District Registrar.  

- District Select team game count does count towards 40 game season limit. At this point, we are unsure 

if the district will run the select team as they did in the past.  

Public Comments:  

1. Kim Chrysler asked what the September PAHA schedule of events is?  

- Charlie: There is nothing planned for PAHA. 

2. RD is in favor of a “show” put on by our advanced hockey players at the registration event.
