President Dave Hursh called the meeting to order at 6:32PM at Roma’s on Sunday, June 26th, 2022.

Tartan motions to approve the minutes, MVI seconds. MVI motions to amend meeting minutes. Tartan seconds. Amended minutes approved.
Treasurer’s Report: 
Tartan motions to approve the Treasurer’s Report, MVI seconds. Motion carries, treasurer’s report approved. 
Bantam’s Report: No report. 
Squirt’s Report:  No report.
Peewee’s Report: No report.
Jr. Gold’s Report: Draft communication to schedulers for associations regarding new process and provide for a review of that going out tomorrow (June 27th). Outstate teams will need to have their declared interest in soon. Teams will need to identify 3 home weekends and 3 away weekends they can participate. Need to make sure they have black out dates in as quickly as possible- aiming for September 1st. Team declarations due to Nov 7th (initial) with final due on November 21st. There were questions about potential of not having referees scheduled for high level games on Saturdays due to Division and high school hockey. 
Open Forum: (New Richmond) trying to switch around try out dates with team declarations. Preliminary declarations are due in August. Clarified the process. Forest Lake, Mahtomedi and Stillwater will probably field AA peewee/bantam teams. MVI and St. Paul are partnering their 15U program. Roseville and Mahtomedi will be partnering 10U, 12U and 15U programs. 
Executive Directors Report: USA Registration/Safesport- get that done quickly. Gamesheets- will be enforced statewide. Last year MN Hockey paid for everyone to do it, this year Districts will be providing it (but that means increased cost to the associations to compensate). Associations pay 25%, MN Hockey will pay 75% (2022-2023 season), Associations will pay 50% and MN Hockey will pay 50% (2023-2024 season), Associations will pay 100% (2024-2025). There will be discussions about Gamesheets after the conclusion of the 2025 season. Kevin will clarify if this applies to Wisconsin teams. 
13U and 16U pilot program going into effect this upcoming season, allow play downs. This does not apply to co-ops or already declared teams. The goal is to maintain teams and discourage bringing 10Us up. 
Jr. Gold- passed a ruling today (June 26), Jr. Gold B teams will be playing statewide as a program. They will be allowed to travel. End of the regular season, the northern teams will move back to play their playdowns but will send one team to state. November 5th is Try Hockey for Free, please register your association for this. There’s potential for a $10 charge for waivers. Current waivers in the system, please send to Kevin Suoja. This will help with re-districting. The goal is to have every player who is waivered accounted for. Kevin has been asked to be USA Hockey Director for Minnesota. 
Web Administrator: No report.
Supervisor of Officials Report: Got level 1 and level 2 clinics are Sept 24, level 3 is Sept 21, and TBD Roseville clinic, probably October. TBD clinic in White Bear, probably November. No new applications for referees but have had a few inquiries. Most come in around September. 
MEHOA: New board members, Travis Newbeck and Brad Sweeman. 
Tournament Director Report: Received dates from Forest Lake and Chisago Lakes. Anyone else, please forward tournament schedules as soon as possible. Trying to schedule and plan to fulfill the tournaments.

Old Business: 
Regarding rule change- 
-15-minute period for league games for peewees/12Us for hour and 15-minute game format, no cut- Motion fails
-15-minute period for league games for Bantam B2/Cs, with a cut- Motion passes
-Year-end championship games running into overtime will be one period of the game format, 5 skaters, to a shootout. -Motion passes
-Running time invoked when goal margin is 5 (currently 6 goal lead)- Motion fails
-Illegal for pucks to be on the ice until nets are set by the referees (easier for refs, as they potentially get hit by pucks). Skaters can be on the ice. -Motion passes
-Stop time for all scrimmages with goals at 5 goals. -Motion fails
-Fans/parents that are asked to leave the arena due to poor behavior, the head coach will be automatically suspended for one game.  Chisago Lakes motions to amend the rule that the officials MUST give a warning to the head coach about fan behavior and an opportunity to address the fan behavior. No second, motion fails. Original motion back on the table. Motion fails.
-Scrimmages- any game format over an hour, the game would be game format, NOT running time. Motion fails.

New Business: White Bear Lake is hosting Hockey Day Minnesota on January 28th, 2023. There will be weeklong activities around that time.

MEHOA Contract discussion- several questions were asked regarding exclusivity, nearly 30% referee pay increases, and options regarding game cancellations. *Attached to the minutes are questions from D2 board members to MEHOA, with their responses for clarity.
