Roger Allen Baseball Forfeit Policy
Applies to Minors, 60’s & 70’s  Divisions

1. Definition of a Forfeit:
A game will be considered a forfeit under any of the following conditions:
· A team fails to field the minimum number of players (as required by division rules) within 10 minutes of the scheduled start time.
· A team refuses to play or continue play as directed by the umpire.
· A team violates league rules resulting in immediate disqualification (e.g., use of ineligible players, failure to follow mandatory play requirements).
· A team forfeits in advance by notifying the league or opponent of their inability to participate.

2. Score Reporting:
For standings purposes, a forfeit will be recorded as a 6–0 victory for the non-offending team.
 Exception: If the non-forfeiting team was already leading by more than five runs at the time of the forfeit, the actual score will be recorded.

3. Pitch Count Policy in Forfeits:
If any pitches are thrown during a forfeited game—whether partial innings were completed or warm-up pitches were made in live gameplay—those pitches will count toward a pitcher’s official pitch count. This applies even if the game is not completed.

 This rule is enforced to protect player arm health and ensure compliance with rest day requirements.
 Coaches are responsible for recording and reporting any pitches thrown during a forfeited contest.

4. Communication and Responsibility:
 Teams must notify the league and opposing team as early as possible if a forfeit is expected.
 Repeated forfeits may result in additional review by the league board and potential disciplinary action.
