Kevin McDermott >> vARSITY HEAD COACH

Coach McDermott was a 1994 graduate of Burnsville High School and went on to attend
Viterbo University. While at Viterbo he played 2B/3B and helped lead the V-Hawks to their
first ever NAIA Midwest Regional in 1998. After the completion of his playing career at
Viterbo, he served as an Assistant Coach/Recruiting Coordinator for his alma mater from
1999-2001 where the team made a second appearance in an NAIA Regional. After leaving
Viterbo, he spent 2 seasons as the Baseball Administrative Assistant at the University of
Illinis at Chicago helping the Flames reach their first ever NCAA Tournament in the 2003
Stanford Regional. Rounding out McDermott's baseball experiences prior to Woodbury; he
had spent 9 years as a lead instructor at the University of Minnesota Baseball Instructional
School, 2 years as the Head Coach of the Burnsville Cobras American Legion baseball team, 1 summer as an assistant with
the Mankato Mashers of the Northwoods League, and was an assistant coach for the USA Baseball Tournament of Stars in
2003, where he coached 3 MLB first round draft picks, including two that played numerous years in Major League Baseball.
In the 2003-04 school year McDermott landed a Social Studies/Physical Education teaching job in Woodbury and began as
an assistant coach for the Royals, helping lead the team to its first ever MSHSL State Tournament that year and advancing to
the state finals before finishing runner up. In the 2008 season, he became Co-Head Coach of the Royals with the late great
Wayne Dietz, and from 2009-present has been the head coach of the Royals Baseball program. In 2016, the Royals reached
their second ever state tournament and finished 3rd and in 2017 they reached their 3rd state tournament and finished 4th
place. Beyond coaching baseball at WHS McDermott served as the head JV/assistant varsity coach for the boys' basketball
program from 2005-2016, in which the program made 4 appearances in the State Tournament. McDermott currently resides
in Rosemount with his wife, Kelly, and four children; Ireland (12), Keagan (9), Kinley (7), and Kallen (5).
