Game Monitoring 

Team Parent:
Coordinate player cards and aid the
coach in collecting documents
Set up a team communication
platform (such as Game Changer,
Team Snap, etc.)
Arrange a volunteer signup sheet for
game-day roles and ensure all
positions are filled before the game
Organize team-building activities
Plan end-of-year celebrations and
gifts for coaches

Field Take Down:
Arrive approx. 30 mins before the last
game
Helps put away any field set‐up
equipment left out
Helps clear trash from field
Takes down pop-up tents
Completes other tasks to close the
fields for the day

This is the most important volunteer position for every game. Without 2 game monitors per
game, we risk a forfeit. The game monitor ensures that all players, regardless of playing
ability, have an equal opportunity to participate. Game monitors, also known as MPRs,

count the plays during the game. They make sure every eligible player (at the time of the
game) has the minimum number of plays required per game. 

Field Set Up:
Arrive early at 7 am
Assist with field markers
Arrange tables and chairs
Set up pop-up tents
Fill water jugs
Complete other tasks to prepare
the fields for the day

Gate attendant:
Collect admission fees at the front
gate. 
Direct guests to field locations,
restrooms, concessions, etc.
Accurately balances gate fees prior
to starting the gate shift and
reconciles at the end of each shift
hands off gate fees to a board
member at the end of each shift.

Parking Lot monitor:
The Parking Lot Monitor keeps the traffic flow moving within the parking areas
and is expected to assist and provide directions to guests as needed.
Monitors the parking lot to prevent unauthorized personnel from entering
restricted parking areas and blocking emergency zones.
