3) Scheduling - It's always a bit frustrating waiting for that official schedule to come out.  That is why we try our best to give families the nights of the week each program will play and the approximate times.  We have 2 schedulers that will start sending out practice and game dates in SE as soon as the fields are opened by the cities.  The schedulers are already working behind the scenes to get things ready to go but we ask for your patience and flexibility as they get the season up and going.  It's a very complicated process managing all the various size fields, 50+ teams, games, and practices!
