Emergency Action Plan

1. Injury/lliness recognized.
a. Lead responder is contacted to evaluate
i. Lead: Determines that EMS is needed and continues treatment

1. The Lead responder assumes the role of scene supervisor. All decisions and actions are to be

determined by the Lead.
ii. Staff 2: Calls 911, Assists Lead
1. Nature of call: Medical or Injury
2. Venue Address: 9775 Fernbrook Ln N, Maple Grove, MN 55369
3. Location of patient:
i. Gate location: South of main bleachers

4.  Assist Lead after call has ended
iii.  Staff 3: Retrieves required medical equipment (AED)
iv.  Staff 4: Arranges transportation access to venue

1.  Keys to gates, doors, directs incoming emergency vehicles, etc.
v. Staff 5: Supervises removal of all non-essential persons to a safe area.
vi. Staff 6: Assists Lead, contacts parents/emergency contact

b.  Arrival of EMS

i. Lead addresses EMS personnel on the nature of call, actions and interventions performed since 911 was

called.
ii. Lead transfers care ONLY to higher level of EMS trained health care provider.
c. Departure of EMS, Post event
i. Document event within 24 hours
ii. Check and replace equipment
