All registrations for South Park baseball and softball are handled on-line via South Park’s website (www.spyasports.org).  Specific instructions for registering your son or daughter are as follows:

· If you don’t already have an account on the South Park website, a parent will need to create a new account by going to the SPYA website and clicking the “Register” button under Member Center (located in the top left-hand portion of the web page).
· You will have to create a log-in id as well as a password.
· You will then be requested to complete various information for yourself, including address, phone numbers, email addresses, etc.  After entering the information, click on the “Register Player” icon at the bottom of the page.
· On the first page of the player registration, you will be asked to select the appropriate “program” – for example “Minors baseball” or “10U Softball”.
Please review the program descriptions on the website to determine the appropriate program for your son or daughter.
· Once you select the “program”, you will be directed to the Player Information page where you will enter all of the relevant information for your son or daughter.
· On the following page you will enter various information such as the uniform sizes for your son or daughter.  Uniform sizing charts can be found on the SPYA website under the baseball or softball sections in the “Files & Forms” category.
· You will then be requested to select a volunteer activity.  As it is anticipated that all SPYA parents will volunteer, please do NOT select the “no, I don’t want to volunteer at this time” option.
· Complete the payment option next, and you are done.  You can then add another child by following the player registration parts of the process noted above.
