Mahtomedi motions to approve the minutes, White Bear Lake seconds. Minutes approved.
Treasurer’s Report: 
White Bear Lake motions to approve the Treasurer’s Report, Stillwater seconds. Motion carries, treasurer’s report approved.  Will need two association volunteers for audit. Will need to be known by June, which is when the fiscal year ends. Audit to be scheduled in July. Emails created under D2 hockey domain should be up and running.

Jr. Gold’s Report: Narvada will be in contact with each association's ice scheduler to schedule ice for games.  Each team should submit their blackout dates to their association ice scheduler  by 9-1. This would include tournaments, school events such as semi formal dance, finals etc. Any JG B teams, or JG 16 teams interested in having the out state teams be part of their league play scheduled should let us know as soon as possible.   There was discussion at our meeting about the point system in pool play for the JG B teams at playdowns.  This is still under review.

Open Forum: 
Executive Directors Report: Discussion regarding the U13/U15 discussion at MN Hockey, including a potential pilot program, if there’s any feedback please email. One point is that 12U teams can’t be stacked with 13-year-old playing down, a team should not have more than 1/3 of their team be 13 years old. Gamesheet is another issue- last year MN Hockey subsidized game sheets but that might not be the case this year. Finding sponsors for it. MN Hockey Golf Tournament is July 12th. Going to an online DocuSign for waivers. The purpose of this is to identify who’s waivered and why, so the data can be used for redistricting.

Old Business: Ice schedulers have a Zoom meeting to make things easier and make sure everyone is on the same page. Have a new ice scheduling program coming up, so association ice schedulers need to make sure they have their schedules in as quickly as possible. Stillwater motions to create locker room signs for every team paid for by the district. Tartan seconds. MVI motions to table the discussion- everyone talk to associations to get approval as well as estimations of cost. White Bear Lake seconds the motion to table to original motion. 
Option A- every team gets a door sign that they keep track of during the entire season. 
Option B- every team gets a door sign ONLY at district playoffs/regions/state that D2 keeps track of and can be reused every year.

Stillwater motions to move the motion off the table, Mahtomedi seconds. The motion failed.
New Business: 
Regarding rule change- 

WBL suggests
1) 15-minute period for league games for peewees/12Us all levels, as well as Bantam B2/Cs. This will be broken up into 2 separate votes. Potential issues, resurfacing? NO
2) Year-end championship games running into overtime will be one period of the game format, 5 skaters, to a shootout.

Lonnie P suggests
1) Running time invoked when goal margin is 5 (currently 6 goal lead) NO
2) Illegal for pucks to be on the ice until nets are set by the referees (easier for refs, as they potentially get hit by pucks). Skaters can be on the ice.  NO
3) Stop time for all scrimmages with goals at 5 goals. NO
4) Fans/parents that are asked to leave the arena due to poor behavior, the head coach will be automatically suspended for one game.  NO

Dave H suggests
1) Scrimmages- any game format over an hour, the game would be game format, NOT running time.

Mahtomedi wants someone to take the lead on coordinating the ice scheduler’s meeting.
