JIM FOLEY OUTDOOR CLASSIC
RULES & REGULATIONS
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All games will be played according to USA Hockey rules as modified by Minnesota Hockey.
Twenty players may be rostered and suited up per team for each game. Not more than four
adults (coaches) will be allowed in the player’s box while the games are being played.

All players are required to wear HECC approved helmets and face masks.
Mouth guards are to be worn by all USA Hockey players and must be colored. Neck
laceration guards are required.

A game roster must be finalized with the scoring table 15 minutes prior to each game.

USA registered referees will be used.

Medical attendants (EMT's) will be present at each game.

Each game will consist of a 5 minute warm up. Three 15 minute running time periods. The final
2 minutes of the 3rd period will be stop time.

Overtime will consist of one 5 minute running time sudden death period. If the teams are

still tied there will be a five player per each team shoot out. If there is still a tie we will goto a
sudden death shootout. No player may be used twice during any portion of the shoot out until
all players have gone.

Penalties:

* Minor: 2 minutes

* Major: 5 minute

e Misconduct: 10 minutes

e Fighting: automatic tournament disqualification

* Absolutely no fighting will be tolerated, for any reason, during the games in this
tournament. Fighting will result in the player being disqualified from further tournament

play. Three penalties in any one game by a single player will result in that player receiving a
game disqualification.

All teams must present USA Hockey roster to the tournament committee prior to playing the
first game.

Teams are to be ready to play 30 minutes prior to their scheduled game time.
Teams will be allowed 1 one-minute time out per game (this includes overtime).

The top team listed in each bracket is considered the home team. Home teams will wear
light jerseys.
