Must have an outgoing personality to encourage attendees to purchase. Prior sales experience a
plus.
Communicate and educate fans about the 50/50 Drawing details and rules.
. Represent FIFA World Cup 2026™ and BUMP in a positive, professional manner.
. Arrive at least 45 minutes prior to the scheduled shift start time, which will vary by day.
. Participate in training provided prior to each shift.
Be available to work shifts of a minimum of 5 hours.
