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RENO, Nev. – Professional soccer returns to Greater Nevada Field Saturday afternoon as Reno 1868 FC hosts its Major League 
Soccer affiliate, the San Jose Earthquakes for a preseason friendly.

Now the head coach will begin his first run with an American professional soccer franchise bringing an impressive staff with 
him, including Chivas legend Benjamin Galindo. Galindo is the father of Reno’s most recent loan acquisition, defender Benjamin 
Galindo Cruz.

Almeyda and the Earthquakes have spent the past few weeks in Cancun, Mexico training ahead of its preseason slate of games in 
the United States.
