B. CMA Update  

Kraft shared feeling was different at most recent meeting with the county 

regarding CMA as county is in discussion to build a new building in same space 

as current CMA. Figure skating numbers are growing and scheduling time to 

accommodate their need for time will be discussed in the future.  

County gave the go ahead for CMA ceiling in skate sharpening room and 

concession stand to be opened up to view damage with the hoping figure skaters 

and NSYH will both put in around $5,000. Other involved organizations using 

the building discussed sharing costs since they have some funds to support as 

well. Peschong spoke with Markusen who is looking to put the community 

project in phases.
