Front of warm up shirt – 4” logo on the left chest, optional player number on right 

shoulder 

Last names located on the back of the shirt on the bottom  
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DESIGN OPTIONS 

Always ensure the logo has sufficient whitespace around it. Graphical elements should not 

touch the logo except in cases where the logo overlays solid colour divisions in layouts. 

Always opt for spacious presentations over cluttered presentations of the logo. This 

promotes a confident and clean look. 

The Club is expected to have a common, uniform look which includes athletes, coaches, 

and parents. Team uniforms are mandatory and must follow the clothing outline 

established by the Board for that year, this includes the warm up shirt that is provided 

with the registration fees; no exceptions, alternatives or other are considered until the 

next season. 

Teams or individuals wanting to order custom apparel must present an order request to 

the Board for order approval prior to any work or provision of apparel. No other apparel 

can be created privately with EKVC representation on it.
