Policy for Participation in Tournaments 

After the End of the SFYHA Season 
 

 The option is open to all travel league teams. 

 

 Each team may participate in one (1) only after the season tournament. 

 

 Any after season tournament participation cannot be after the last weekend in 

March. 

 

 The policy will allow for the high school girls to participate in the President’s 

Cup and the high school boys to participate in the National High School Hockey 

Tournament should the teams meet tournament qualifications. 

 

 Teams must use the current team and coach rosters as approved by SFYHA 

and SDAHA.  No supplemental rosters will be done and no additional coaches 

added.  No roster changes. 

 

 Any costs involved – practice ice time, coaches expenses, tournament fees are 

the responsibility of the team participating.   

 

 Teams may wear SFYHA jerseys as assigned during the season.  

 

 End of the Year Events may be scheduled prior to the completion of “after 

season” tournaments.  

 

This policy allows teams to participate in USA Hockey sanctioned tournaments.  

Solar Bears, Sanford Power and Showcase events are not USA Hockey sanctioned 

and will be handled as in prior years – an option separate from SFYHA.
