Referee Guidelines

General Information
· All referees should bring their own stop watch, whistle, and black/yellow referee shirt to each game.
· All games should start on time.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Prior to each game, the referee should check in every player. Shin guards must be worn at all times during play and covered by socks. Hoods from jackets/sweatshirts must be tucked under uniforms.
· There will be no on field warm ups in between scheduled games, since time does not permit it.  Coaches should warm up teams on the sidelines prior to each game.

In-House Games
· The first referees scheduled for a particular age group of the day should pick up the equipment needed for the game at the concession stand.
· Game ball
· Goal keeper helmets (if needed)
· Flags (if needed)
· Corner flags
· Seats for bench
· All equipment should be returned to the concession stand after the last game.

Travel Games
· The first referees scheduled for a particular age group of the day should pick up the equipment needed for the game at the concession stand.
· Flags (if needed)
· Corner flags
· All equipment should be returned to the concession stand after the last game.
· The home team supplies the 2 game balls.
· The home team also is in charge of reporting the scores to PA West after the game.

Reminders
· It is the job of the referee to make all calls on the field and to keep games running on time.
· No slide tackling is permitted; all players must remain on their feet.
· No coach shall attempt to influence a referee’s decision on a call.
· Referees should remain in control of the game.  If an incident occurs during a game, the referee should report this incident to the Referee Coordinator.
