▪ Team Rosters 

▪ Minimum of 11 players

▪ 30 maximum on a USAH roster

▪ Two teams at the same level shall be divided into a lower 

and upper team by skill

▪ Playing with a non-rostered player

▪ Forfeits, fines and suspensions

▪ If a player or coach is not in Sports Engine

▪ No player can move down once the season begins

▪ Goalies

▪ Adding Players

▪ Can add anytime during the year

▪ Feb 15 is last day to move a JV player to Varsity

▪ Player Movement

▪ 14U 9th graders cannot move up to a high school team

▪ 4 players (not including goaltenders) can move-up from 

team 2 to team 1 for 14U and JV

▪ 6 players (not including goaltenders) can move up from 

JV1 to Varsity



Registrars
▪ Playoff/Post Season Tournament Game Requirements

▪ Varsity 10 games

▪ JV 8 games

▪ 14U 7 games

▪ Games count up, not down

▪ Injury Exception

▪ Date of Injury and Date of Return

▪ Doctor’s Signature

▪ USA Hockey Patches

▪ Hat Trick, Playmaker, Zero Award

▪ 1 per season

▪ Scoresheet 

▪ Sent to Michelle Miller

▪ Book Checks



Common Misconceptions

❖ If a JV player moves up for half the varsity games, they must be 

moved to varsity permanently

❖ If a player is rostered on the varsity team, that player must be 

rostered on a varsity team in subsequent seasons

❖ Players can’t be added after 12/31.

❖ A maximum of 2 goaltenders can dress for a game

❖ I have no goaltender for a game, I have to forfeit

❖ I only have 6 players, I have to forfeit
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
