b) PVSD Athletic Commissioner’s Report – Dale Reed

· What is the plan with the STF direction on Extra Curr – That is up to individual

· Are multiple grades allowed to be on the same team as a mixed cohort – Yes they are as long as they have parent permission
· Can coaches be involved with more than one team – They should try to stay with only one however, due to coaching shortages this may not be possible
· We cannot control if a student is in a sport outside of school, so they will be able to play Extra Curr at school
