BY-LAWS
A California Nonprofit Organization

Article 1- Name

The name of the organization shall be DIAMOND BAR GIRLS SOFTBALL (hereinafter referred to
as "League")

Article 2 - Offices

Section 1 - Principal Executive Office

The organization's principal executive office shall be fixed and located at such place the Board of
Directors (hereinafter called "Board") shall determine. The Board is granted full power and
authority to change said principal executive office from one location to another.

Section 2 - Other Offices

The Board may, at any time, establish branch or subordinate offices at any place or places where the
organization is qualified to do business.

Article 3- Objectives and Purposes

The objectives of this organization shall be:

A. The objective of the League is to encourage and foster the physical and mental development of the
girls involved; to encourage the principles of good sportsmanship, honesty, loyalty, courage, and
reverence, while enriching their lives towards their own adult responsibility in the communities in
which they will be living. The adults shall always bear in mind that the attainment of exceptional
athletic skill, and winning of games is secondary to the accomplishment of the above objective.

B. To receive, hold, and distribute gifts, bequests, and other funds for these purposes.

C. To own and maintain or to lease suitable real estate and buildings and any other personal property
which is deemed necessary for its purposes. To enter, make, perform, and carry out contracts of every
kind for any lawful purpose, as approved by the Board.

D. To provide a supervised program for girls fastpitch softball under the Rules and Regulations of the
League. All Directors, Officers, and Members shall bear in mind that the attainment of exceptional
athletic skill and winning games are secondary, and the molding of future citizens is of prime
importance in accordance with section 501(c)(3) of the Federal Internal revenue Code. Diamond Bar
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supervised program of competitive softball games.

Article 4-Nonpartisan Activities

This organization has been formed for the purpose described above, and it shall be nonprofit and
nonpartisan. No substantial part of the activities of the organization shall consist of the publication or
dissemination of materials with the purpose of attempting to influence legislation and the organization
shall not participate or intervene in any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office
or for or against any measure being submitted to the people for a vote. The Organization shall not,
except in an insubstantial degree, engage in any activities or exercise any powers that are not in
furtherance of the purpose described above.

Article 5- Dedication of Assets

No part of the net earning, properties, gains, profits, dividends, or assets of this organization, on
dissolution or otherwise, shall inure to the benefit of any private person or individual, or any member
or director of this organization. Upon dissolution of the organization and after all outstanding debts
and claims have been satisfied, the Members shall distribute the property of the corporation to such
other organization or organizations maintaining an objective similar to that set forth herein, which are
or may be entitled to exception under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code or any future
corresponding provision.

Article 6 — Membership

Section 1 - Eligibility
Any person interested in active participation to affect the objectives of this organization may apply to
become a member.

Section 2- Classes of Membership-There shall be the following classes of Members:

A. Player Members: Registered and fully funded participants meeting the requirements of the
League. Player Members shall be eligible to compete for participation but shall have no rights,
duties, or obligations in the management or in the property of the organization.

B. General Members: General membership is comprised of the parents or legal guardian(s) of all
currently registered Player Members. Membership shall be valid for a period of one year.
(Exception: Those members without a child participating in the league but still have a desire to
serve within the league on the Board of Directors, as a manager/coach, or other volunteer, shall
be considered General and/or Board Members upon approval by the Board and have the same

rights, privileges and responsibilities for their term or duration of service.)

C. Board Members: The Board of Directors is comprised of the Executive Board and the General
Board as defined within these Bylaws. The Board shall exercise or delegate any powers not
specifically addressed within these Bylaws, or any such powers specifically granted by them
by the Board. Any General Member of the League is entitled to run for election to the General
Board.

D. Members: As used hereinafter, the word “member” shall mean a General Member unless
otherwise stated.

Section 3 - Other Affiliations

Members, whether regular or Player, shall not be required to be affiliated with another organization or
group to qualify as members of the organization.

Section 4 - Dues

The dues for General membership shall be determined by the Board of Directors at least thirty (30)
days prior to the registration of players for the upcoming season and shall be due and payable at the
time and place of said registration. The right to vote shall be suspended until such dues are paid. The
only exception being hardship cases and those volunteers exempted by the Board from paying dues.

Section 5 - Removal of Members

Membership may be terminated by resignation or action of the Board of Directors.

A. The Board of Directors, by a two-thirds vote of those present at any duly constituted meeting,
shall have the authority to discipline or suspend or terminate the membership of any member of
any class when the conduct of such person is considered detrimental to the best interests of the
League.

The member involved shall be notified of such meeting, informed of the general nature of the charges,
and given the opportunity to appear at the meeting to answer such charges.

B. The Board of Directors shall, in case of a Player Member, give notice to the manager of the team
of which the player is a member. Said manager shall appear in the capacity of an advisor, with the

Player before a duly appointed committee of the Board of Directors which shall have full power to
suspend or revoke such player's right to future participation.

C. Any civil or criminal action against the League (as defined as a violation pursuant to the Penal
Code of California, or the California Code of Civil Procedure) will result in immediate prosecution
by the Board (or depending on infraction, by the County of Los Angeles municipalities) to the fullest
extent of the Law. Any general member or Board member witnessing a crime against the League
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shall immediately report the incident to the President and 1st Vice President.

Article 7 - General Membership Meetings

Section 1- Voting

Every General Member of the Organization, in good standing, shall be entitled to vote at any General
Membership meeting, whether annual or special. Each member shall have only one (1) vote per
registered address (CHANGE THIS AS YOU RECORDED). All voting must be done in person, by
persons qualified to vote, except as outlined in Article 7 section 6 below. Voting by proxy and
cumulative voting are expressly prohibited. Each member may attend the regular monthly Board of
Directors meetings, but voting is limited to the annual membership meeting, or any special meeting
called, provided dues are paid. The majority of votes received will determine the outcome of the
election.

Section 2 - Annual Membership Meeting

The annual meeting of the General Membership of this organization shall be held in July of each year (on
or before the second Tuesday of the month) at which time the membership will elect the officers and
directors who will take office in August.

The newly elected board will hold its first meeting in August as called for by the incoming President
which the duties from the outgoing board are transferred to newly appointed board. The outgoing
President will begin the meeting and finalize any and all pending matters before the board. At the
conclusion of any and all pending matters, the outgoing President and balance of Executive Board will
turn the meeting over to the newly appointed Executive Board. The newly elected board will hold at
least one meeting per month thereafter. The board meetings will be closed, except after the minutes of
the previous meeting are read and approved, and the treasurer’s report is given. At that time, the
meeting will be opened to all members for input from the general membership for a period not to exceed
30 minutes, with a maximum of five (5) minutes per speaker. The President will have the right to
request further input from the membership during the closed session.

Section 3 - Special Membership Meetings

Special meetings of the membership may be called at any time by the President and must be called by
the President on written request signed by at least 10% of the members entitled to vote and will be
closed session meetings.

Section 4- Special Meeting of the Executive Board

Emergency board meetings may be called by any Executive Board member. Emergency situations
requiring an immediate decision, where there is not time for a meeting will be subject to Executive
Board approval. Only the specified matter will be discussed and will be closed session meetings. Matter
will be discussed at next general Board meeting at the discretion of the Executive Board.
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Section 5- Notice of Membership Meetings

Notice shall be given in writing of all annual and special membership meetings at least seven (7) days
prior to the date of such meeting and shall specify the general nature of the business to the transacted
and the time and place of such meetings; or in lieu thereof, notices may be given in such form as may
be authorized by the Board of Directors. No business other than that specified in the notice of the
meeting shall be transacted at any special meeting of the members.

Section 6- Quorum - Membership Meetings

The presence in person of a majority (50% plus one) of the current membership and three Executive
Board members shall be necessary to constitute a quorum. If a quorum is present, the affirmative
vote of the majority of the members represented at the meeting entitled to vote and voting shall be
the act of the members. A quorum is not required for the election of directors who are elected based
on a majority of votes cast.

Section 7-- Action without Meetings

Subject to Section 5513 of the California Nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation Law, any action,
including the election of Board members, which under any provision of the California Nonprofit
Public Benefit Corporation Law may be taken at any meeting, may be taken without a meeting, if the
written ballot of every Member is solicited and the number of ballots cast within the time period
specified equals or exceeds the quorum required to be present at a meeting authorizing the action.
Ballot(s) and any related material may be sent by electronic transmission by the League and responses
may be returned to the League by electronic transmission. Directors may be elected by written or
electronic ballot under this section. Any action or vote without a meeting shall be read into the
meeting minutes at the next board meeting by a member of the Executive Committee.

Article 8 - Board of Directors

Section 1 - Board

The Board of Directors shall consist of a minimum of ten members of the organization, all of whom
shall be elected by the members at the annual membership meeting.

Section 2 - Election

Executive Board members shall be elected and general board members appointed to one-year terms at
the annual membership meeting of Members, but if any such annual meeting is not held, the Executive
Board and general board members may be elected/appointed at any special meeting of Members
called for such a purpose, and shall serve until the following annual election of officers in July or any
subsequent meeting of Members called for the purpose of electing Officers and Directors. Any
applicant for a position on the Executive Board shall have two years prior service in a Board position.

In the event that a vacancy exists on the Executive Board, and no applicants meet the two-year
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requirement, the two-year requirement may be waived by majority vote of the then existing Executive
Board. Officers and Directors shall be eligible for re-election. The President shall not serve more
than three (3) consecutive terms. Likewise, the Treasurer shall not serve more than three (3)
consecutive terms. There shall be no term limits on remaining Officers and Directors.

Section 3 - Vacancy

If any vacancy occurs on the Board of Directors, for any reason, it may be filled by a majority vote of
the remaining Board at any regular Board meeting, or any special Board meeting called for such a

purpose.

Section 4— Meetings

The Board shall hold a minimum of one monthly meeting. The day of the meetings shall be the 1st
Tuesday of each month, unless the Board by a majority vote decides it is necessary to change the date,
and providing that a five (5) day notice is given to each Board member, providing that a five (5) day
written and/or verbal notice is given to each Board member.

Section 5 - Special Meetings

Special or emergency meetings may be called at any time by the President. In the event of the
absence, disability, or refusal to act by the President, the Vice President or a majority of the Board of
Directors may call such a meeting.

Emergency meetings may be Held only after the President or Secretary has, in good faith, made a
reasonable attempt to notify each Officer and Director of such meeting, and in no event until after the
President or Secretary or a duly delegated committee has attempted to notify each Officer and
Director personally electronically or by telephone. The minutes of such emergency meeting shall
include showing compliance with this provision.

In the case of special meetings, such notice shall include the purpose of the meeting and no matters
not so stated may be acted upon at the meeting.

Section 6 - Meetings by Telephone or Video Conference or by Electronic Transmission. Directors
may participate in a meeting of the Board through use of conference telephone, electronic video
screen communication, or electronic transmission by and to the organization. Participation in a
meeting through use of conference telephone or electronic video screen communication constitutes
presence in person at that meeting as long as all directors participating in the meeting are able to hear
one another. Participation in a meeting through use of electronic transmission by and to the
organization, other than conference telephone and electronic video screen communication, constitutes
presence in person at that meeting if both of the following apply: (1) each director participating in the
meeting can communicate with all of the other directors concurrently. (2) each director is provided
the means of participating in all matters before the Board, including, without limitation, the capacity
to propose, or object to, a specific action to be taken by the corporation.
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Section 7 - Quorum

A quorum consists of a majority (50% plus one) of the Board Members to include three Executive Board
Members currently in office at a meeting duly held. Any action taken by a majority of the Directors
acting as a quorum shall be regarded as the action of the entire Board of Directors.

Section 8 - Removal of Officers and Directors

Any Officer or Director may be removed from the Board by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the quorum
present at a regularly scheduled meeting or at a special meeting called for this purpose, provided,
however that prior to such removal, the affected member has been given notice in writing of the
intended removal, at least seven (7) days prior to such meeting.

Section 9 - Order of Business

When not inconsistent with these By-laws, "Roberts' Rules of Order" shall control all meetings, unless
the Board rules otherwise.

Section 10 - Action without Meetings

The Board of Directors may take any required or permitted action without a meeting if all current
members of the Board shall individually or collectively consent in writing (including electronic mail)
to such action. Such written consent or consents shall be filed with the minutes of the proceedings of
the Board. Such action by written consent shall have the same force and effect as the unanimous vote
of such directors. For purposes of this section only, "all members of the Board" does not include any
"interested directors" as defined in Section 5233 of the Code.

Article 9- Duties of Executive Officers

Section 1 - President

The President shall be the Chief Executive Officer of this Corporation and shall be chairman of the
Board of Directors. Subject to the control of the Board of Directors, he/she shall have general
supervision, direction, and control of the business affairs of the corporation, shall preside at all
membership meetings, and at all meetings of the Board of Directors. The President shall have the
general powers and duties of management usually vested in the office of the President of a
corporation and shall have such other powers and duties as may be prescribed by the Board of
Directors or these Bylaws.

Section 2 — 1st Vice President

In the absence of the President, the 1st Vice President shall assume the duties of the President and
shall have such powers and perform such duties as from time to time may be prescribed for him/her
by the President or the Board of Directors. In the event of a vacancy in the office of the President, the
Ist Vice President shall automatically succeed to the office and serve for the unexpired term.
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Section 3- 2nd Vice President

In the absence of the 1st Vice President, 2nd Vice President shall assume the duties of the 1st Vice
President and shall have such powers and perform such duties as from time to time may be
prescribed for him/her by the President or the Board of Directors. In the event of a vacancy in the
office of the 1st Vice President, the 2nd Vice President shall automatically succeed to office and serve
for the unexpired term.

Section 4- Secretary

The Secretary shall keep or cause to be kept, a book of minutes, of all meetings of the Board of
Directors and the Membership, which shall indicate the time and place of meetings, whether
membership or special, and I special, how authorized, method of giving notice, if a Board meeting,
the names of those present, and if a membership meeting, the number present, with a record of the
proceedings. The Secretary shall keep and have available at all times for the reference or inspection,
a member register showing the names and addresses of all members and the date of these admissions
to the membership. The Secretary shall give or cause to be given, notice to all meetings of the
membership or the Board of Directors, as may be required by these Bylaws, shall be custodian of and
have such other powers and duties as may be prescribed by the Board of Directors or these Bylaws.

Section 5- Treasurer

The Treasurer shall maintain, or cause to be maintained, adequate and correct accounts of properties
and financial transactions of the organization, including accounts of its assets, liabilities, receipts,
disbursements, gains, losses, capital and all income of any sort and kind derived by the organization
from all sources and activities; and shall upon written demand of any voting member by appointment,
permit such member to inspect any or all of the books of account, within five (5) days from such
demands, at times reasonable and customary. Member demands that the Board determines to be
unreasonable may be disallowed. The monies and other valuables shall be immediately deposited by
the Treasurer, in the name of, and maintain the same to the credit of the corporation with such
depositories as shall be designated by the Board of Directors; render to the President of the Board,
whenever they request it, an account of all financial transactions and the financial condition of the
organization; and shall have other powers and duties as may be prescribed by the Board of Directors
and these By-laws. Treasurer shall provide, on a quarterly basis, bank reconciliation records for all
accounts involving the League along with account records indicating funds currently held within these

accounts. The treasurer shall perform an audit annually.

Article 10 - Committees
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Section 1- Standing Committees

The following standing committees should be appointed by the President and ratified by the Board of
Directors prior to the start of the season:

A. Executive Committee - President, 15t Vice President, 2nd Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and

Registrar. The President shall chair the Executive Committee.

B. Rules Committee — 1stVice President, Head Coach, Umpire in Chief, Tournament Director,
and Player Representatives from each age group. The 1st Vice President shall chair the Rules

Committee.

C. All-Star Committee - President, 1st and or 2nd Vice President, Head Coach and Player
Representatives from each age group who participates in All-Stars. The 1st and or 2nd Vice
President shall chair the All-Star Committee.

D. Select Committee- Head Coach, Coaches, Player Representatives from each age group who
participates in Select. The Head Coach shall chair the Select Committee.

E. Disciplinary Committee-All members of the Executive Committee plus the relevant Player
Representatives and Head Coach. The Ist and or 2nd Vice President shall chair the Disciplinary
Committee.

Section 2 - Special Committees - All other special committees shall be appointed by the President
and approved by the Board.

Article 11- Voting- Order of Business- Contracts & Expenditures

Section 1- Voting

At the meetings of the membership or the Board of Directors, voting shall be held in such a manner as
prescribed by the Board of Directors. For all purposes, the voting power of each voting director shall be
one vote with the exception of President who shall only cast a vote in the event a tie needs to be broken.

Section 2- Order of Business
When not inconsistent with these By-laws, "Roberts' Rules of Order" shall control all meetings, unless
the Board rules otherwise.

Section 3 — Contracts
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All contracts executed in the name of the corporation shall be signed jointly by the President and or
Executive board member such contracts shall not be inconsistent with any law or with these Bylaws and
shall first have been approved by the Board of Directors.

Section 4 - Banking
The President, 1st or 2nd Vice President, and Treasurer shall all sign on the bank account of this

organization. Signatures from one of these three officers shall be required on all checks.

Section 5 - Fiscal Transactions
The Board of Directors will approve all fiscal transactions prior to being made by the organization in
excess of the following limits:
A. Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for expenditures by non-executive Board members.
B. Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00) for expenditures by Executive Committee members.
and Seven Hundred Fifty dollars ($750.00) for Snack Bar Director.
C. Fiscal transactions between Five Hundred ($500.00) & One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars
($1500.00) may be approved by a meeting (in person or via tele/video conference) and vote of the
Executive Committee.
D. All fiscal transactions over One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1500) must be approved
by a vote of the entire Board of Directors.

Receipts for all fiscal transactions made by individual board members must be submitted to the
President and Treasurer within 14 business days.

Fiscal transactions approved by the Executive Committee (as authorized above in Article 11 Section

5C) will be read into the minutes at the next Board meeting.

Fiscal transactions are subject to review by the board of directors. Spending deemed inappropriate
may subject Board members to disciplinary action including suspension or removal of spending
authority and/or removal from the Board.

Article 12 - League Rules

Section 1 - The following are the primary governing documents for the operation of play in the
League including, but not limited to, elements such as manager/coach selection, player eligibility,
team selection and formation, uniforms, equipment, sponsorship, tournaments, and rules of play.
A. General Policies - May be amended and changed by a vote of the Board.
B. Code of Conduct - May be amended and changed by a vote of the Board.
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C. Social Media Policy - May be amended and changed by a vote of the Board.
D. Divisional Age Group Rules- May be amended and changed by a vote of the
Rules Committee.

E. Tournament Rules— May be amended and changed by a vote of the Rules Committee.
F. All Star Policies- May be amended and changed by a vote of the All-Star Committee.

Article 13- Birth Certificate Requirement

Section 1 - The age of a player as outlined in USA Softball Guidance each year will be used for the
purpose of classifying each player into their appropriate age group. To accomplish this, the League shall
be provided a certified copy of the player's birth certificate, upon request, during the registration process.

Section 2 - The birth certificate verification will not exclude a player from playing in an older division
per the current "USA Softball Guidance."

Article 14 - Indemnification and Insurance

Section 1 - Indemnification

The corporation shall, to the maximum extent permitted by California Nonprofit Public Benefit
Corporation Law, and in accordance with that law, indemnify each of its agents against expenses,
judgments, fines, settlements, and other amounts arising by reason of the fact any such person is or
was an agent of the corporation. For purposes of this section, an "agent" of the corporation includes
any person who is or was an officer, employee, or other agent of the corporation, or is or who was
serving at the request of the corporation as an officer, employee, or agent of another corporation,
partnership, joint venture, trust or other enterprise, or was a director, officer, employee, or agent of a
corporation which was a predecessor corporation of the corporation or of another enterprise at the
request of such predecessor corporation.

Section 2 - Insurance

The corporation shall have power to purchase and maintain insurance on behalf of any agent of the
corporation against any liability asserted against or incurred by the agent in such capacity or arising
out of the agent’s status as such, whether or not the corporation would have the power to indemnify the
agent against such liability under provisions of this Article 13. The corporation shall have the power to

purchase and maintain additional insurance as deemed appropriate by the Board.

Article 15- Miscellaneous
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Section 1 - Fiscal Year. Unless changed by the Board, the fiscal year of the corporation shall begin on
the first day of October and end on the last day of September of each year.

Section 2- Conflicts of Interest. Board members and committee members must actively seek to avoid
situations and activities that create an actual or potential conflict between the individual's personal
interests and the interests of the corporation. If a Board member or committee member believes that a
conflict exists relative to a particular issue being considered by the Board or any committee, he or she
shall disclose the conflict to the Board or committee, as appropriate, and abstain from discussion or
voting on the issue. For purposes of this section and these bylaws, a "conflict of interest" means a
situation in which a board or committee member is part of a discussion or decision by the board or a
committee which has the potential to financially benefit that board or committee member or a
member of that board or committee member's immediate family. "Immediate family" means, spouse
or same-sex/domestic partner, children, parents, siblings, parents-in-law, or siblings-in-law. Both the
fact and the appearance of a conflict of interest should be avoided. Board members or committee
members who are unsure as to whether a certain transaction, activity, or relationship constitutes a
conflict of interest should discuss it with the President, who will determine whether disclosure to the

Board or the assistance of legal counsel is required.

Section 3 - Intellectual Property. All intellectual property prepared or purchased by or on behalf of
the corporation, including but not limited to newsletters, educational, promotional, and training
materials, contracts, trade names, logos, service marks, contributor lists, and research results, shall be
the exclusive property of the corporation and Board members agree to deal with it as such. Board
members agree that they will not sell, transfer, publish, modify, distribute, or use for their own
purposes, the intellectual property belonging to the corporation without the prior approval of the
Board.

Section 4 - Required Filings and Disclosures. The Board shall ensure that the required filings are made
at applicable state and federal agencies, including but not necessarily limited to filings required by

the Secretary of State, the Attorney General's office, the Internal Revenue Service, and the Franchise
Tax Board.

Article 16 - Amendments
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These By-laws, and/or the Articles of this corporation may be amended or repealed by a two-thirds

(2/3) vote of the Board at any duly called Board or Special meeting.
