Do Not complain about the Refs
Refs are human and they make mistakes.  I can assure you they 

will make far fewer mistakes than your son in a given game.  I 

teach our kids that refs are an authority figure and deserve 

respect at all times.  Your child's mistakes will make a bigger 

difference in the outcome of a game than a refs calls.  Only I will 

interact with the refs.

Provide me feedback
I encourage feedback.  It is how I can improve and make a better 

experience for your son.  However, do not complain.  If you have 

observations or suggestions, find an appropriate time to address 

them with me in private.
