As the Varsity Men’s Soccer Head Coach at FCHS, | am in search of a Men’s Soccer JV Head Coach
(or C Team Head Coach, depending on preference and skills), and a Men’s Soccer Varsity Assistant
Coach at Franklin Central High School. Our previous coaches are both expecting new additions to their
families, as well as increased roles in their careers. With these new demands on their time, they are no
longer able to fill these positions.

We are coming off our fourth best varsity season in our 30 year history, and we expect to improve
upon that performance next season. Our JV team was 11-3 with notable wins over Fishers, HSE,
Lawrence North, and Zionsville in 2024.
