A parishioner shared the following. “Father Havel’s first homily at our parish began with ‘My name is
Father Greg Havel and | love being a priest!” He wasn’t excited about administration but loved ministering to
his parishioners. He taught me how to slow down and dwell on what’s really important and what’s just busy
work. He liked and lived simplicity. When he moved to La Crescent, everything he owned was in his car (which
was a Buick sedan). He enjoyed golfing, and | heard he was good at it. He also enjoyed his fishing trips. He
would give a report upon his return that fishing was good, but he never caught that big one. When Father
Havel was diagnosed with melanoma, he continued serving his parishes while undergoing the treatments. He
was more concerned about their needs than his own. We will miss his infectious laugh, his booming voice, and
his love for his vocation.” _

When | talked to Bishop Quinn, immediately following Fr. Havel’s death, he said, Fn Corama—
“Greg had the heart of a gentle shepherd.”

Crucifixion Bell Tower Restoration Project

Why does the tower need repair? Our bell tower
is now 60 years old, and to this day, no exterior
maintenance has ever been performed on it. As
brick-and-mortar buildings age, the grout slowly
dries out and begins to crack and fall out, as is now
the situation with our tower.

Moisture has entered the substrate and winter
temperatures have pushed off pieces of the slabs of
stone facing. Six of the 2x3 foot slabs have already
come loose and are ready to fall off. Since each slab

weighs 475 pounds, this presents a danger to
someone walking close to the building.

How will it be restored?

The contractor will grind out all loose mortar,
remove loose/cracked slabs, clean voids with
special chemicals, reinstall new stone slabs, and
regrout all voids. They will then power wash the
entire tower, reseal the surface with a waterproof
sealant and repair the copper roof which is also
leaking. This project will take approx. 3 to 4 weeks,
at a cost of approximately $30,000.00, and is
scheduled to begin this spring.
