President’s Report – Report by Colin Steen
Met recently with other D3 association presidents and the D3 Exec committee to review the season so far - feedback mostly positive, some concern over the severity of fighting penalties (created by Minnesota Hockey) brought up by other associations. Still many issues with parent and player code of conduct across the district. 
Community center committee to re-convene in early 2023 to being planning for engineering and design 
Still lots of great opportunities to volunteer with OMGHA both in this year and throughout the spring and summer! 


District 3 Updates – Report by Steve Fischer
· District brackets have not yet been uploaded to the D3 website. D3 will have 2 region seeds for all levels that advance teams to the MN Hockey regions. At the Squirt B2 and Squirt C levels where there are 2 divisions (Blue & Red) the upper teams will be in one bracket and the lower teams will be in another bracket.
· Managers and coaches that should register on the D3 website. There may be end of season info emailed that they will not receive if they are not registered.
· Volunteers doing GameSheet should be double-checking the correct penalties at the end of the game.

· Working on article profiling success of OMGHA Female Coach Initiative – thanks to Kelli Williams for providing information
· Reminder to coaches that they need to be prepared to select a player from their travel team for the Character Award to be presented at end of year scholastic Achievement Award Ceremony. Goal of 100% participation of travel teams. 

Hockey Updates
Boys Traveling – Report by Jason Rogowski
· Tournaments mostly complete, now in the heart of district game season.
· Teams continue to have success across the board, MN rankings snapshot: 1, 6, 14, 15, 15, 19, 9, 11, 6, 21, 4, and 16.
· Abnormal amount of player and parent Code of Conduct issues, please remind your skaters to comply with expectations. It's a long season, but we're in the home stretch now and do not want to address any more problems. Association-wide email went out and a coach’s email asking to talk to their teams on this topic also going out this week.
· D3 has remained form regarding no EBUG for Squirts, regardless of the circumstances.
· Raised an issue of games not being completed within the game clock due to no delayed offsides. Suggested exploring conversations regarding this rule and its impact, including teams that are taking advantage of the rule to manage the game. Suggested raising the issue with D3 and Minnesota Hockey. 
· Squirt/10U Recreation League has 21 OMGHA players and began MN Hockey Rec League play on January 7, 2023. Formed two teams with additional players from neighboring associations. Will have 10 practices and 10 games through March. We have six coaches and two team managers. Need to determine what we are going to do with this program next season.

Girls Traveling – Report by Chad Wieneke
· We are past the mid-point in the year and teams are performing as anticipated based on our team formation. Mid-year player evaluations should have occurred or been scheduled. The Coaching Director is also checking in with our non-parent coaching staff as well. We continue to work through a few issues with both player and parent behavior/conduct.
· "Gopher Hockey Rink Roots" program was held in conjunction with our U12 group during their Skills Night on December 5, 2022; thanks to Chris McLeod for coordinating this event.
· Sophie's Squad event took place on December 17, 2022 in partnership with MGHS; thanks to Tina Reid for coordinating this event.
· The OMGHA Girls Hockey Day will be Saturday, January 21, 2023 during the OPC vs. MG high school games (JV at 1:00 pm, Varsity at 3:00 pm). There will be free t-shirts for OMGHA attendees and autograph sessions with the players from both teams in addition to free admission for players wearing their jersey.

House – Report by Brian Grant
· Started game play and outdoor ice in 2023, but have picked up some indoor ice over the next few weeks.
· Try Hockey for Free event – February 25, 20203 2 at Osseo East 
· City of Maple Grove is considering closing a couple of the outdoor rinks; OMGHA has not typically used any of the rinks that are under consideration for closure. There is a plan to pour cement in two rinks over this summer, which could potentially improve the ice quality of those outdoor rinks.
· The rubber path at Cedar Island needs repair; Andy Kampa will contact the coordinator of the city rinks to suggest a repair/replacement. 
· Pure Hockey has reached out regarding the Learn to Skate program, which would provide equipment for new skaters. Will compare and contrast the Dick’s program and Letterman programs. This initiative needs support (grants, sponsorships, etc.) to bring it scale. 

Skills and Development – Report by Matt Margenau
· Completing up the fifth week of skills program with MAP/FHIT/MEGA. It has been a very positive experience. 
· Will coordinate a coach meeting before the end of the season. 
· Considering a summer series (role specific) that would focus on building role-specific or skill-specific (i.e. defense, etc.)
· Meeting with N1 to consider technology-based off-ice training program.
