Approval of Last Meetings Minutes – Dave makes a motion to approve, Taryn 2nd – PASSED 
Unfinished Business
1. Updating Policies & Procedures – Brittnay has been working on updates. Let her or Zach know if anything should be added or changed. 
2. Butte Irish Contract – Bill has still not provided a contract. BAHA will present a contract to him. Kristi reads the contract that BAHA will present (Sent in email to board members). We should still consult with a lawyer. Jason makes a motion to present the contract to Bill; Dan 2nd – PASSED 
3. SARTA Grant – Kate Woods has spoken with Julia Crain, and they will file for an extension at their March board meeting. It would be helpful to provide the plans from Jaie Belanger to show that we are sill moving forward with the plan.
a. Andy asks if it would be cheaper to put in a whole new compressor system or continue paying thousands of dollars to repair the ones we have. Jason has been looking into this and making some inquiries. New compressors are about 6 years out. We could get refurbished ones in 6 months to a year and a half. He will try to get pricing. 
4. Jerseys (Ray - absent) – TABLED 
New Business
1. Bleachers from Civic Center – Eric Lambrecht will get us a few sets of bleachers in March. Jeff adds that Butte High is getting new bleachers over the summer as well, and we should look into them as well to see which ones would best suit our facility. 
2. March Tournaments:
a. Adult Tournament – full ice 5x5 – March 8-10, 2024
b. 3 on 3 Tournament (All Ages) – March 15-17, 2024
c. Mining City Meltdown (Mites/Termites) – March 22-24, 2024
3. End of Year Banquet – Wednesday, March 27, 2024. Jason will look into a venue; Zach will look into caterers. We need more people to volunteer for this. 
a. Voting on board positions will be done at the banquet – 1-year Secretary term, President-Elect, and Age Reps. 
Fund Raising and Other Events
1. Vertical Raise Fundraising – Pete Hamill will meet with BAHA members on March 15th to discuss. Our club gets 80%, 10% to the company, and 10% to Pete. This is an email campaign to solicit donations. 
2. Meat and Gun Raffle Update – Cyndra has about 5 families that she is still working on getting tickets from. Some scholarship families have not met selling requirements; Taryn will set up some tables at 3 Bears and Murdochs to try to get more sold. 
3. Jason was looking into some grant opportunities that are available to youth sports; McDonalds, Walmart, etc. We just need to apply. We need to create a committee that solely works on applying for grant opportunities. Kristi will send out an email. 
Treasurer’s Report – Dave Tuesday
1. Current status of BAHA account(s) – Net $34,913. Dave handed out the balance sheet and answered questions regarding funds. 
a. Total Available Funds 

b. Accounts Payable (bills to pay) and Receivable

i. M/S/P to pay bills – Kristi makes a motion to pay the bills; Dan 2nd – PASSED 
ii. Outstanding invoices – Still owe Bill $17K. 
c. Kristi asks Pete Kamman about the relationship between the Wolves and Bozeman. She wants to know how things should be working with Butte’s Selects team. Pete explains that they are registered as a team under BAHA’s umbrella; no different than registering a 10U team. There is no “them” and “us”; the Selects are one of BAHA’s teams. The teams should be registering through our SportsEngine, just as we have every other player in the organization do. They are NOT a separate entity. 
Rink/Building Manager – Jason Brown
1. Working on the Media Room – has had materials donated from Builders’ First Source and Trex. Will get an electrician to run wiring. 
2. He would like to buy a few keypad door locks. 

3. Working with Tech on a contract for next season. Tech is budgeting around $9,250 for ice time, room rentals, facility use, etc. 

4. Rigley Vincent has paid $150 for damages to the wall.

5. Hot water heaters are going out and need to be addressed soon. 

MAHA Representative – Dan Blando
1. Pete Kamman (MAHA Executive Director) is here for our meeting and explains that he is available to help BAHA with whatever we may need from him. He is available for meetings, helping with practices, general questions, etc. 
a. He stresses the importance of players AND coaches of getting involved in MAHA events. There are 12 MAHA events being put on this year; summit, development camps, etc. He would like to see 2 coaches from each organization attend these camps. 

b. The development camps will be separate for boys (Bozeman) and girls (Missoula) this year. 

c. All information can be found on the MAHA website (mthockey.com). 

d. There is a monthly Zoom call with Kristin Wright Sagert doing presentations on player development for coaches. Anyone is welcome to attend these meetings.  

e. Brittnay asks what we can do about parents complaining about equal playing time for their kids, or just leaving our program for higher level competition. Pete explains that equal playing time ‘should’ be the standard for all groups 12U and younger. 

i. Right now, there are no restrictions on where kids can register and/or play hockey. MAHA is considering removing self-declaration for A and B teams, and just having a general guideline (population, school enrollments, for example) for which organization is in which class division. 
f. Live Scoring questions – It is important to track penalties and who is playing so that we get an accurate insight for eligibility. MAHA is trying out a few different Live Scoring programs to see which one will be the best moving forward. 

i. Parents arguing about stats and getting credit/not getting credit for goals and/or assists. Scorekeepers have to go off of what the refs see and tell them to record. 

g. Brittnay asks if he knows any information on the ‘Grow the Game’ grant. She is having a hard time contacting the person who handles this. Pete said he will look into this.
h. There will be a High School All-Star showcase. Pete is also pushing a JV High School division in the future. 

i. There will be regional camps starting March 30th. 

j. The life blood of any good hockey program is having a SOLID 8U team.

1. Youth Age Reps Update – Kristi has started invoicing families for having no documented volunteer hours. Coaches and Reps will have to support her efforts of not allowing kids on the ice until this has been taken care of or addressed.
