2. Recap of Season – Kim gave a brief recap of the past season. 


A. The financial reports from Level 6-10 & XD; Level 2-5; and XG & XP were reviewed. Based on the reports and the current increase in costs to run competitions, the committee decided that there is a need to raise meet fees and door entry fees.

3. Miscellaneous: Kim and Victor will work on modifying the State meet contract to ensure that there is the same standards and quality at all state meets. Laurie will follow up with gyms to get an idea of how many gymnasts they will have competing at each Level this season.
4. Judging assignments for states: The Committee will work with NAWGJ-CT to get assigning done earlier and to find ways to encourage more judges to consider judging at States and Regionals.

5. USAG Meets must be sanctioned to count for State qualification and mobility (other organizations i.e. AAU, YMCA, etc.) cannot be used. The committee discussed out of State qualification and the need for coaches to submit proof of qualification to be used for both mobility and qualification to States within a week of the out of state meet to kimvail45@gmail.com
Kim will look into possible late fees or other consequences for out of state scores not submitted in a timely manner.

6. Voting was done prior to the meeting and the results are as follows:

7. The Declaration Date was set for February 2nd. The highest level a gymnast competes after the declaration date is the level she is committed to for the remainder of the competition season.
