FRIDAY FACEOFF WITH THE FIGHTING SAINTS

LAST GAME - CHICAGO: The Steel earned a point in the standings for the fifth consecutive 
game but fell 4-3 in a shootout against Team USA (U18) on March 27 at Fox Valley Ice Arena. 
Chicago went 1-for-5 (20.0%) on the power play. The Steel penalty kill unit enjoyed a 4-for-4 
(100%) performance including a shorthanded goal. Chicago outshot Team USA, 32-24 including 
a 14-5 edge in the third period. The Steel have now played 13 games that required extra time, the 
most in the USHL. Chicago owns a 6-3 record in overtime and a 2-2 mark in shootouts. Sean 
Farrell, Erik Middendorf and Adam Fantilli scored goals in regulation while Simon 
Latkoczy turned away 20 shots from Team USA (U18). 

LAST GAME - DUBUQUE: The Fighting Saints pulled away from the Waterloo Black Hawks 
for a 7-2 victory at Young Arena in Waterloo, Iowa on March 27. In the win, Dubuque’s second 
in a row, Robert Cronin registered a five-point game (2G, 3A), tied for the highest total of any 
skater in a single game in the USHL this season. Both Waterloo and Dubuque tallied 24 shots on 
net in the matchup. The Fighting Saints power play enjoyed a 2-for-4 (50.0%) performance in the 
win. Andrei Buyalsky and Matthew Savoie each added multi-point performances with a goal 
and a helper while Primo Self, Daniyal Dzhaniyev and Tristan Lemyre added markers of 
their own. Dubuque netminder Lukas Parik made 22 saves in net 

AGAINST THE FIGHTING SAINTS: The Steel have posted a 4-1-1-0 record in six contests 
against Dubuque through the 2020-2021 regular season. Friday and Saturday’s games conclude 
the eight-game regular season slate between the Eastern Conference foes. Chicago has yet to 
win in regulation on home ice against the Fighting Saints this season, recording two overtime 
victories and a regulation loss in three games at Fox Valley Ice Arena.

CHICAGO IN THE 60’S: Steel forward Erik Middendorf tallied a goal in the 4-3 shootout 
loss against Team USA (U18) on March 27, becoming the third player on the Steel roster to reach 
the 60-point plateau this season. Chicago is the first team in the USHL since the 2017-2018 
season (Waterloo) with three different 60-point skaters on the same team.

FRANCHISE FARRELL: With his next point, Steel forward Sean Farrell will set the Chicago 
franchise record for most points in a single season. The Montreal Canadiens prospect currently 
shares the top spot with Andrew Miller (82P - 32G, 50A in 2008-2009) with his 82 points 
(25G, 57A) through 44 games played.
