= TRYOUT INFORMATION

We are approximately 6 weeks from the start of Select tryouts and the
start of practice for most age groups. The following is information
regarding the schedules for tryouts for Select teams as well as start
dates for the beginning of practices and evaluations for Recreation
ﬂ teams so that you can plan your schedules accordingly.

The term “tryout” refers to a competitive process of selection for a
particular Select team where the player roster is limited. These teams
are sometimes referred to as “Rep” teams and are designated as A1, A2 or A3 with the A1 team competing at the
highest level of competition, A2 at the next and A3 the next.

The term “evaluation” refers to a system of review and player placement of all players not on a Select team. They
are utilized when Sno-King will have more than one team in a certain level of play. The evaluation process seeks to
create teams that are equally balanced for competition during the season.

Select Teams

Players will be selected to play on these teams through a tryout process. Please note that the actual number of
teams may vary depending on the results of the registration process. For the 2018/2019 season we will have
the following Select teams.
