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	· Assessment will consist of the players signing in at TIME am to get a group number and assessment number (13##, 14##, 15## - First Number indicates Age)
· Assessments will start at TIME am at Settlers Park Field No. #. 
· Coach’s sons will NOT asses and will be assigned to the team that you are coaching. 
· The assessment group and player number will be called out so you can keep track of each player at each station:
· Be cognoscente of laughing in front of parents during assessments.
· The progression of the assessments will be as follows: and 
· Outfield: Flyballs will be hit to the outfield and the players will throw the ball to the infield to assess mechanics, catching, and throwing.
· Infield: Groundballs will be hit to the infield and the player will throw to a base to assess mechanics, accuracy, and throwing.
· Hitting: Pitches will be thrown for hitting to assess mechanics, contact, and power. 
· Baserunning: Batters will run from home to third base to asses base running skills and speed.
· From these assessment drills, you will be able to assess athleticism, hustle, attitude, and focus as well. Regarding potential pitching talent, each coach will need to infer the pitching aptitude and capabilities from the outfield and infield throwing in order to find depth in pitching talent.
· The assessments should end around TIME am and the draft will commence at TIME pm in the Settlers Park Board Room, which will give the coaches time to review the assessment results. 
· Each Manager is allowed to have only one assistant coach attend the draft. 
· The draft rules will be covered at the start of the draft to ensure the draft is fair and everyone is on the same page.
· At the end of the draft, the (MLB) team names will be selected by each Manager 
· The uniforms can be picked up at the coaches meeting.
