e Adult Daily Wristband $10.00 Kids (5-17) Daily Pass $5.00

e (Children 5 and Under are free)

e Daily wristbands are valid for all gymnasiums for the day specified on that
band. We will also sell weekend bands for $20 to save you time and avoid
the lines.

e Coaches DO NOT get in free. Coaches without a current ACA card will be
required to pay the daily rate and will not be allowed to sit on a bench. A
photo ID is also required to gain access with an ACA card.

American Coaches Association (ACA)

e ACA Cards are Mandatory for all coaches. Coaching will NOT be allowed
unless ACA cards are worn around the coach’s neck during the games, the
US AMATEUR DIRECTORS HAVE LANYARDS FOR YOU TO DISPLAY YOURACA
CARD. There will be NO exceptions to this rule. Please do NOT enter your
team unless you have a coach who has been cleared through ACA. ACA
membership must be submitted at least 6 days before the tournament. The

o Coaches will NOT be allowed to coach or sit on the bench without a VISIBLE
2020 ACA Card worn around the neck. There will be NO exceptions! This is a
Florida State Law that will be enforced. Please withdraw your team
immediately if you don’'t meet the US Amateur Basketball and the State of
Florida youth sports requirement.

e Teams without a certified Coach will forfeit their games.

e Site Directors / Referees have been tasked to ensure all teams are coached
by a certified ACA coach. Referees will also have the authority to forfeit all
teams who don’'t have an ACA Certified Coach.

DESIGNATED TIMES

CHECK IN TIME, WE HAVE 110 TEAMS TO CHECK IN SO PLEASE REVIEW YOUR

CHECK IN TIME ON TUESDAY @ 9PM AND MAKE SURE YOU ARE AT THE
CHECK IN SITE 20 MINUTES BEFORE YOUR SCHEDULED CHECK IN TIME

If a player or entire team has already been approved this competition year the
coach is still required to check in.

Exit Forest Hill Blvd - head west (approximately 7 miles) pass 441 to STRIBLING
Way (Traffic Light). Left on STRIBLING Way. On Stribling Way, take first right-
hand turn at Fairlane Farms Road. At the stop sign, turn right on to Pierson
Road. Wellington Village Park is on the left side about %2 mile down the road.

From Florida Turnpike

Exit Lake Worth Road and head west. Continue west on Lake Worth Road, pass
441 turn right on 120th Avenue (just west of Polo Park Middle School) then turn
RIGHT into Wellington Village Park, the gym is on the left about %2 down.
