President Dave Hursh called the meeting to order at 6:30PM at Roma’s on Sunday, August 21st, 2022.

Tartan motions to approve the minutes, MVI seconds. Minutes approved.
Treasurer’s Report: 
Tartan motions to approve the Treasurer’s Report, MVI seconds. Motion carries, treasurer’s report approved. 

Ice Scheduling: Steve Randall, founding of Avario gave a brief overview of their program of scheduling ice for D2. Web based process to schedule the games for speed and automation. White Bear Lake uses Avario and appreciates their system.

Peewee’s Report: NA
Jr. Gold’s Report: Terry Green (Harley) came to the meeting with Pat. Coached Jr. Gold in WBL for years. Working through details, having a face-to-face meeting in September. If Ice Scheduling people have not been contacted by Avario let Pat know so she can follow up with them. Did lose a Jr. Gold player to a car accident last month. Pat would like there to be a small donation to his memorial fund. Some concerns about getting games scheduled on Saturdays for bantams and Jr. Gold. Officials were having issues with staffing and did not want Jr. Gold to schedule games after noon on Saturdays (and Bantams). Usually had 4 officials per game at the Jr. Gold level, and feels that while staffing of officials is difficult, they would like to keep at least 3 refs per game. MEHOA stated that 4 refs are the most ideal, however there’s a possibility only 2 would be available for 16s. Jr. Gold would prefer 3. MEHOA stated that their directive from the Supervisor of Officials was to do 2. They also stated it’s harder to staff 3 refs than 4. Jr. Gold said they could try to stack games so they can get the full amount of refs. 
Open Forum: Jeff Hermes (MVI) would like everyone’s preliminary declarations- obviously as tryouts happen things will firm up. Currently there are 4 Peewee AA teams. Bantam AA has the same scenario. Please go back to associations and see what the plan is. D2 can only host 5 teams, if only 4 then the discussion needs to go to another district. There’s also a shortage of 10UA, 12UA and 12UB2.

Presidents Report: Had an ice scheduler meeting today. It went well. 

Vice Presidents Report: NA
MEHOA: Would like to ask the approval of the current agreement. A few changes have been made on agreement from Dave, Kevin and MEHOA. There would need to be some agreement on the scheduler. MEHOA also removed the line about the Supervisor of Officials (2c). Also made a change of the pay by date from the 7th to the 12th of the month. That way they have enough time in case there’s a hold up at the bank. A “yes” vote will go a long way to build up the referee supply. 

Old Business: 
MEHOA contract- MVI motions to approve the MEHOA contract, with an amendment to add the Minnesota Statute regarding the independent contracting (there’s a statute about sports officials, a Minnesota statute, has there been a consideration about the contract -independent contracting?). White Bear Lake seconds. MVI requests a consideration of reducing rate for Friday tournaments. MEHOA stated that other teams charge double? Mahtomedi asked about the official supply for arenas outside of the ones listed in the contract (1Ai)? MEHOA has stated they are okay with D2 using refs outside of MEHOA if they cannot supply refs, regardless of the arena. This pertains to really anything. MEHOA agrees to clean up language regarding the areas that MEHOA can cover and what to if officials cannot be scheduled. Another question was asked about recruiting- what is MEHOA doing as far as that? Jr. Gold is an awesome feeder for officials. Putting posters up in the rinks and asking the D2 reps to recruit for them as well. It was asked about utilizing social media to attract attention for potential new refs? MEHOA is open to suggestions. MOTION CARRIES.

New Business: MVI- end of July, a Jr. Gold player passed away in a car accident and passed away. Player really benefited from the MVI program and needed the hockey community support. He played a year of high school hockey and moved over to Jr. Gold which benefited him greatly. Requested a donation to a fund that helps other players in similar situations as this player. MVI motions to donate $400 to his memorial fund. Tartan seconds. White Bear Lake states they will also donate an additional $400 from their own association. MOTION CARRIES.
