Scrimmage Schedule

Scrimmages will begin with a skills competition which has four parts with equal participation from all players: lay-ups, 
jump shots, passing drill, dribble relay.

Immediately following, the scrimmage will start.
• Players will play full court 4 on 4. 
• Person to person defense: players use colored wristbands to identify who they are guarding. 
• No stealing on the dribble.
• No full court press.
• No zone defense and no double teaming.
• Screens are allowed - but players need to stay with their person (no switching).
• Coaches will officiate alongside a referee, however it will still be viewed as a learning environment. 
• No score is kept.

Scrimmages are meant to be fun, safe, and most of all, show sportsmanship (including from spectators). 
Encouraging comments and cheers are all that will be tolerated at this level. Any player, parent, or coach that 
displays any non-sportsperson-like behavior will be asked to leave the gym.
