JERSEYS & EQUIPTMENT
Please wear all the required equipment as listed on the MYHA webpage. A mouthguard is required for all traveling players so please make sure to have one. 

You should already have or have ordered new sublimated game jerseys this season (newly purchased jerseys will be distributed in the next few weeks). The expectation is that the game jersey is to be hung and covered when not being worn to show respect for the Mahtomedi logo and the team. A garment bag is a great option for game jerseys.  Practice jerseys should be worn for all practices.

MYHA LOCKER ROOM POLICY
At the traveling levels, there are strict locker room policies for the safety of the players and coaches, so please ABIDE by these policies:
1. Players must stay OUT of the locker rooms until there is a coach or locker room attendant present.
2. NO parents or adults are allowed in locker rooms – this is a safety issue, ONLY Coaches and Team Managers are allowed in the locker rooms, because they have been background checked and SafeSport trained.
a. If players need their skates tied, they can come out to find you or ask a coach or locker room attendant.
3. NO cellphones or recording devices are allowed to be used in the locker room by anyone, except to play music. Again, this is a safety issue because we do not want photos or videos of minors being taken when they are partially or fully undressed.
4. No Adult in the locker room alone with a child.
5. Any male family members interested in being a locker room attendant must be background checked and SafeSport trained. If you are interested in doing this, please contact me.

These team duties do not count towards MYHA DIBS.

MYHA DIBS RESPONSIBILITY 
Each family will need to complete 8 DIBS per traveling player, which equals 8 hours of volunteer time for the season.  Please check the MYHA DIBS offerings online early and often to schedule your volunteer hours.  Far more opportunities exist in the beginning of the season versus the end.  MYHA is a nonprofit organization operated by volunteers and it depends on the assistance of its members to successfully function. If you would prefer to not have your family called upon for volunteer hours a buyout options is available for a payment of &800 per player. Volunteer hours MUST be completed by end of season, or you will be charge $800 per player if your requirement is not met.
