
General Tournament Information

● All games will be 18 minutes running clock halves.

● Clock will stop last 10 seconds of first half, and last 2 minutes of regulation if the score is within 10 
points.

● Two timeouts per half, per team.  No rollover for unused timeouts. All timeouts are 30 second timeouts.  
Overtime period will add one timeout per team.

● One-and-one FT's will be shot on the 7th team foul per half.  Double bonus at 10th team foul per half.

● No earrings or piercing are allowed for players

● The home team must wear light colored uniform tops and the away team must wear dark colored uniform 
tops. (TOP TEAM ON PRINTED (PDF) SCHEDULE IS THE AWAY TEAM)

● Game officials have the authority to eject players and coaches for poor sportsmanship at their discretion. 
All ejections are reviewed by the referee assignor and tournament director(s).

● All coaches must check-in at the designated location and receive a wristband in order to sit on the bench. 
Only two coaches are allowed per team. A program director may take the place of an assistant coach 
with prior approval.

● Coaches are responsible for controlling team spectators and fans. Referees and tournament officials have 
the authority to ask a player to leave for unsportsmanlike conduct. Teams can receive technical fouls for 
the actions of their coaches, players and spectators.

● If a coach, player, or spectator is ejected from the game, he or she must sit out the next game during 
tournament play. The suspended coach, player or spectator may not be allowed on the property for the 
game in which they are suspended if the tournament director feels it is necessary. An ejected coach, 
player, or spectator must leave the vicinity of the playing court and must be out of earshot and out of 
sight of the officiating staff.

● Any coach, fan, or referee that has a physical interaction with another fan, coach, or referee is suspended 
for not only for that weekend's event, but also indefinitely.  Please review the NCSTV Zero Tolerance 
policy in regards to violence.

● NCSTV does not condone the use of racial slurs from players, parents, or coaches. Use of racial slurs is 
grounds for ejection from the event.

● For any game that results in a forfeit, the score will be 15 - 0. The winning team receives a +15 and the 
losing team receives a -15.

● 10 seconds in the back court rule applies to all games that do not have a shot clock.  This applies to all 
ages and genders.

● All other rules, not specifically mentioned herein, will be in accordance with NFHS high school 
basketball rules.
