RULES FOR EVERY LEVEL

1) FOR START OF GAMES – please see schedule 
T-Ball (6u) through Junior (10u) games consist of 6 innings, all other games are 7 innings.

2) RAINOUTS – A decision to cancel games due to weather will be made at 4:30pm.  It will be posted on our website: eabaseball.com

3) LIGHTNING – When lightning is seen or thunder is heard, the playing field is to be cleared immediately.  Coaches/Players should wait in vehicles for 15 minutes to determine if the storm is going to pass. Play cannot continue until 15 minutes have passed without any sign of lightning or sound of thunder.  Coaches will help to enforce the rules. 

4) If after 15 minutes of scheduled start, if one or both team(s) are unable to field 9 players, the   team(s) will borrow players from each other to play the game.  THERE ARE NO FORFEITS.
5) Coaches are not allowed to smoke, chew tobacco or drink alcoholic beverages on the field or near the benches.

6) Home team uses the benches on the third base side. Visiting team uses the bench on first base side.  No food allowed on the benches.

7) Home team supplies 2 new balls.

8) Throwing the bat/helmet (whether intentionally or accidently):  


- 1st Time - Player will be warned. 

- 2nd Time - Player will be removed from the game. Period.
9) PLEASE REMEMBER – This is a game for kids.  Coaches and spectators should act accordingly.  Coaches should cooperate with each other in resolving questions regarding rules.  There should be no dispute over umpire calls as they are final.
SPECIAL RULES FOR JUNIOR (10u) – (Ages 9-10)
Use Official Little League Baseball Rules with These Exceptions:

1) Coaches: Please teach your players sportsmanship.  If there is a question regarding rules, 

     etc., please try to work it out with the other coach.


2) A team shall consist of no less than 10 players.

3) Field is reserved for practice as follows:


Visiting Team: Takes field 30 mins prior to game time (15 mins total)


Home Team: Takes field final 15 mins before game time (15 mins total)

Saturday Games: Work out a similar schedule.
4) For 6:15pm games, no inning will begin after 8:15pm.  For late starts (games under the lights) 
    no games will begin after 9pm, no inning begins after 10:30pm (as lights shut off at 11pm).
 
5) Batting: 
     A. List all players in the batting order and have them all bat before the first player bats  

     for the second time.  
     B. USA stamped bats or Little League approved bats only.  If a bat is illegal, it is taken out of 
     the game & player is out.
     C. A maximum of 5 runs per inning, with last inning (unlimited).
6) Fielding:
     A. Play 10 players in the field at a time – 4 outfielders.
     B. No active player will sit more than 2 consecutive innings.  

7) Pitching: 
     A. Pitchers are limited to 2 consecutive innings per game. A maximum of 6 innings per 
     week.  One pitch in an inning = an inning pitched. (EMW is required to follow pitch count for 

     protection of players as stated at mlb.com/pitch-smart/pitching-guidelines).  Ultimate goal is 

     to not wear out a player if in multiple leagues. 

     B. No intentional walks.     
8) Base Running:

     A. Leadoffs: Runners cannot leave the base until the ball leaves the pitcher’s hand.  Runners     

     may advance only one base on a wild pitch or overthrow, but not to home (see below for more 
     detail).
     B. No Stealing Home: A runner cannot score from 3rd base on a wild pitch, passed ball, and 

     cannot steal home on a throw back.  Runners on others may advance to an unoccupied base 
     at their own risk.  Players can only score on a battled ball or walk.  (Encourage catchers to 
     play on the passed/wild pitch ball, even if the player cannot score from 3rd base.)
9) Umpires: If no umpire is present at the start of the game, a coach/volunteer will umpire the 

     game.

10) Mercy Rule: If a team is winning by 10 runs or more at the end of the 5th inning or 6th 
       inning, the game ends.

11) Playoffs:

      A. All regular season rules apply in the Playoffs.
      B. A player must play in 2/3 of the regular season games in order to be eligible for the league    

      playoffs.  The only exception would be if a medical condition was evident, in which case a  

      doctor’s approval would be needed (ex. broken leg).
      C. All players bat.  Farm Callups should be used.
