Persons to be heard:  
Kris Knauss, Pacific District Director, Chairman and USA Hockey Director - 
· USA Hockey new governance take effect in January the Board will go from 91 to 26 members moving to congress.  Will now have a VP of Membership and VP of Women’s.
· Growth of the Game in Seattle and Vegas has been large. 
· Seattle Kraken have applied for T1 14, 15, 16, 18; they are not permitted to have TII for 3 years. 
· Wayne Sawchuk is in full mode for Super District Tournament in San Jose.  
· February 1, 2023, Scott Gomez will be inducted in the Hall of Fame. 
· Rule Changes - 
· The 18U Tier I Roster Exception allows the Youth Council to authorize a pilot program which would allow for a limit of twenty-two (22) players at any one time to be rostered per team at the 18U Tier I age category starting with the 2023-24 season. Teams in the 18U Tier I category player may roster and may dress up to 22 players. All other USA Hockey Rules and Regulations applicable to Youth Tier I shall remain applicable. 
· The Youth Council hereby authorizes a pilot program known as “Tier I Youth Vertical Roster Integration” Starting with the 2023-24 season The purpose of this pilot program is to allow vertical roster movement at the Tier I Youth 15O, 16U and 18U levels within the same Association through February 1st. Only those players otherwise eligible for a different age category within their Organization and currently appearing on a Tier I roster in the Organization shall be eligible to play on a different Tier I team from that Organization without being added to the official roster, subject to with the following conditions:
· Each Player is limited to a total of 8 games played outside of their official roster between September 1st and February 1st.
· Players may only compete at one age level per day.
· The Youth Council and Registrar’s Section shall establish a means of requiring notice and record keeping of all instances under this pilot program where players play in a game without being added to the official roster.
	
President’s Report, Darryl Thompson: 
· There are more and more zoom meetings for administrative issues.  
· Allegation of racial slur during games is a topic we have been discussing.  
· There is zero tolerance for racial slurs and we are obligated to do something on hearsay. 
· We need ideas on how to expand the game on diversity. 
· ASHA is still looking for a Discipline Chair. 
· Exemption request at the House level for Kodiak to play House and Comp; we do not permit a youth player to play both House and Comp. 

VP Player Development, Matt Thompson:

· Selects Boys (15, 16, 17) at O’Malley December 17 and 18, 2022.  There are 121 boys signed up and lots of waiver requests.  Need evaluators from Blue Devils, Alaska Oilers, and Arctic Lions. 
· Selects Boys (14 ) will be March 10-12, 2023. Looking at a 13 level camp.

· We will be receiving Wolverines Grant of $5,000.
