                                                                                                                                                     No photographs or videos posted from inside the Officials’ Dressing Room or from

meetings are allowed on any social media platforms.

Game officials are prohibited from posting on social media platforms starting 60 minutes

prior to puck drop and 60 minutes after the game.

Game officials and supervisory staff cannot use social media to make or promote any

comments that could have negative impact on USA Hockey and Officiating Program.

No public criticizing of officials, teams, players, coaches, parents, or event organizers.

Do not post internal officiating information such as assignments, substitution of game

officials, issues related to management of USAH game officials, personal opinions about

USAH Officiating staff, etc.

Respect USA Hockey playing rules, policies, and bylaws in social media posts.

When in doubt, consult with designated USA Hockey Staff or District Referee-in-Chief.

No unnecessary post-game activity announcements which may reflect negatively on

USA Hockey game officials, officiating staff, or the event. (“We just finished our game,

big party back at Room #210!”)

Do not use profanity or words/terms that could be interpreted as racist, sexist or

prejudice.

Violation of these guidelines can result in immediate termination of a game official or supervisor in USA Hockey. The case can be subject for investigation by USA Hockey.
