





WEST BEND STUDENT TRAINER POLICIES AND PROCEDURES








Objectives:		The student athletic trainer program at West Bend High School is 


designed to provide students the opportunity to experience first      hand, different aspects of athletic training.  It is hoped that these experiences will benefit not just those who wish to be an athletic trainers but also those who have an interest in other areas of medicine.





Requirements:	Student trainers must:


Follow the co-curricular code.


Maintain a 2.5 GPA.


Be certified in First Aid and CPR or taking the Healthful Living Class.





Responsibilities:	Student athletic trainers are to:


Be in the training room at assigned times.


Be at assigned events on time.


Follow the directions of the Head Athletic Trainer.


Dress in an appropriate manner. Student trainers must wear uniform T-shirts during practice and polo’s during events.


Conduct themselves in an appropriate manner.


Maintain a neat and orderly training room.


Stock and re-stock medical kits and taping tables.


Assist other student trainers in daily duties.


Help with the documentation of injuries.





Application:		Those who wish to become student athletic trainers will complete a


			an application form available from the training room office.  The 


			application will be reviewed by the Head Athletic Trainer.  Upon


			approval of the application, a grade check and co-curricular code 


			violation will be performed.  If these checks are satisfactory, an 


			interview will be scheduled with the Head Trainer.





Trial Period.		A student who is interested in being a student trainer must spend 


			two to three days observing in the training room.  They may then 


			decide whether or not to continue to application process.











First Season:		The first season for a new student athletic trainer will primarily 


			be a learning period.  They will not be assigned a team and will 


			spend their time learning new skills and completing a taping 


			competency.





Assignments:		Following the first season each student trainer may be assigned a 


			athletic team if authorized by the team coach.  The student trainer 


will be encouraged in covering all home and away events.





Rewards:                     Student athletic trainers may achieve the following:


A credit may be obtained through the Health Services Class 


or ISICS..


A varsity letter to those who meet the requirements.


Valuable knowledge and experience toward college entrance.


An opportunity to become a significant part of the success of West Bent High Schools Athletic Program.


        





Varsity Letter


Requirements:	1.   Must pass all competencies for taping ,wrapping and first aid.


Must have at least one season prior in training room.


Must be present at all assigned team practices.


Must be present at all assigned team games.


Hour requirements: 120 hours of practice coverage and 9 events( 4 with the Head Trainer). 





Event Coverage:	A student trainer who attends an event as a representative of  				West Bend High School Student Athletic Training Program, 


			will identify themselves to the visiting team and inform them that 


			if they need assistance, you would be happy to help.





Travel:      		If a student trainer elects to travel with their team, they will be                            			treated as a team member with all the same rules that apply to


			athletes.  The student trainer may drive themselves or go with


			someone else to an event, or home from an event, only with a 


			signed note from a parent or guardian.





Schedule: 		Each season, the head trainer will develop a training room 


			schedule that the student trainer will have to follow.  If the student


 			trainer can not be present during these hours they must contact the 	


			head trainer the day prior.  Hours will be from approximately 


2:30 - 5:30.





Attendance:		Each student must be present for practices and or games at                                                                                                                            			at assigned times.  Unexcused absences must notify the head


trainer prior  to the day of the absence.  Only three unexcused


absences will be allowed, after the third unexused absence you


will be terminated from the student training program.











Probation:		If the head athletic trainer believes that a student trainer is not 


			following the policies and procedures the student trainer will


			be put on probation for a period determined by the head trainer.
