TAX CREDITS- Redirecting your Tax $$

STEP 1: Identify the BALANCE OF TAX (not tax due)
If more than the $200/$400 then move to step 2.  

STEP 2: Make the Donation.  
Donations for 2025 can be made through April 15, 2026. 

STEP 3: Complete the forms, Form 322 (choose whether donating 
during 2025 or before April 15, 2026), Form 301, and add the 

information to AZ state Tax Return (re: form 301). 

If you overpaid, you’ll get a refund.



CAMP ASSISTANCE
If you need assistance paying for camp, there are 2 options:
